NATIONAL ASSEMBLY BRANCH

ADDITIONAL RESPONSIBILITY OF THE MINISTER

The Minister for Parliamentary Affairs has been assigned additional
responsibility to conduct business in the Parliament relating to Ministries/Divisions
not assigned to any Minister or Minister of State or during the absence of a Minister.
As such, he has to answer innumerable questions/ adjournment motions and calling

attention notices relating to these Ministries/ Divisions.

FEATURES OF PARLIAMENTARY GOVERNMENT

1. Sessions of Parliament

In terms of Article 54 (1) of the Constitution, the President summons
either House or both Houses or Maijlis-e-Shoora (Parliament) in joint sitting to meet
at such time and place as he thinks fit and also prorogue the same.

Article 54 (2) of the Constitution provides that the National Assembly shall

meet for not less than 130 working days in each Parliamentary Year.

During the last Parliamentary Year (from June 1, 2016 to May 31, 2017) the
National Assembly met for 133 days.

2. Provisional Calendar of Sessions

In pursuance of the above provisions the Ministry of Parliamentary Affairs
regularly calls sessions of the two Houses for which Provisional Calendars of

Sessions are got approved in advance.

Rule 46(1&2) of the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business in the National

Assembly, 2007 provides:-

(1)  “After the commencement of each Parliamentary Year, the
Government shall provide a calendar for sessions of the Assembly to

the Speaker.

(2) The Secretary National Assembly shall cause the calendar to be
circulated amongst the members.”



These calendars are prepared to forecast the likely engagements of the
Parliamentarians in order to enable them to plan their personal/professional program
accordingly. This practice is also intended to help the Cabinet members to pre-plan
their schedule of activities.

The Provisional Calendar of Sessions for the National Assembly for the last
Parliamentary Year was prepared in consultation with Speaker, National Assembly
and after approval of the Prime Minister the same was circulated amongst the
Members of Parliament (Annex-l).

3. Orders of the Day

Ministry of Parliamentary Affairs issued eighty-five (85) Orders of the Day to
transact Government business viz: official Bills, Reports to be laid, Motions etc. in
the National Assembly under rule 52 of the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of
Business in the National Assembly, 2007.

4, Legislation

During the year, 2016-17, thirty-two (32) Bills were introduced (Annex-Il) and
thirty-seven (37) Bills were passed (Annex-lll) by the National Assembly. The
Parliament passed forty-five (45) Acts (Annex-IV)

5. IMPORTANT LEGISLATION PASSED DURING THE YEAR 2016-2017

(i) THE ISLAMABAD CAPTIAL TERRITORY LOCAL GOVERNEMNT
(AMENDMENT) ACT, 2016

The Act seeks to devolve political power and decentralize administrative and
financial authority to accountable local government in ICT for effective delivery of
public services at grass roots level

(i) ~ THE PREVENTION OF ELECTRONIC CRIMES ACT, 2016

Pakistan had no law to comprehensively deal with the growing threat of
cybercrime. The centuries old crimes justice legal framework was inadequate and ill
equipped to address the sophisticated online threats of the 21! Century cyber age.
This Act provides new investigative powers hitherto unavailable such as search and
seizure of digital forensic evidence using technological means, production orders for
real time collection of date under certain circumstances and other enabling powers
which are necessary to effectively investigate cyber crime cases. This legislation will
effectively prevent cyber crimes and shall also contribute to the national security of
the Nation whilst providing and enabling a secure environment for investment in IT,
e-commerce and e-payment systems.



(i) THE MEMBERS, ELECTION COMMISSION (SALARY, ALLOWANCES,
PERKS AND PRIVILEGES) ACT, 2016

The enactment on the captioned issue became inevitable with the
appointment of the Hon’able Members Election Commission after the Constitution
(Eighteenth Amendment) Act, 2010 so as to provide their salary, allowances and
privileges.

(iv) THE CRIMINAL LAW (AMENDMENT) (OFFENCES IN THE NAME OR ON
PRETEXT OF HONOUR) ACT, 2016

Honour killings are common throughout Pakistan, claiming the lives of
hundreds of victims every year. Addressing the loopholes and lacunae of the existing
laws was essential in order to prevent these crimes from being repeatedly
committed.

(v) THE CRIMINAL LAW (AMENDMENT) (OFENCES RELATING TO RAPE)
ACT, 2016

To address lacunae in existing laws regarding rape cases in-order to improve
conviction rates of the accused and bring the culprits within ambit of the law.

(vi) THE HINDU MARRIAGE ACT, 2017

The object of this Act is to codify the law for regulating the marriages and
termination thereof among Hindus family and the matter ancillary and incidental
thereto. The provision of the said Act has also been applied to irretrievable break
down of Marriages in Hindus. This Act is applicable to all citizen of Pakistan who are
Hindu by religion in any of its form.

(viij  THE CONSTITUTION (TWENTY-THIRD AMENDMENT) ACT, 2017

Keeping in view the extraordinary situation and circumstances constituting
grave threat to the security and integrity of Pakistan from various terrorist groups,
armed groups, wings and militia or their members, the Constitution (Twenty-first
Amendment) Act, 2015 (I of 2015) was passed (with a sunset clause of two years)
enabling trial under the Pakistan Army Act, 1952 for expeditious disposal of cases
related to terrorism. These measures have yielded positive results in combating
terrorism. It is, therefore, proposed to continue these special measures for a further
period of two years through this Constitution amendment Bill.

(viil THE REPRESENTATION OF THE PEOPLE (AMENDMENT) ACT, 2017

The Act is aimed at ensuring un-hindrance participation of women in electoral
process and protecting their right to vote.



6. Resolutions Passed and Reports Presented:

Thirty-eight (38) Resolutions were passed by the National Assembly during
the period and fourteen (14) Reports were laid in the National Assembly (Annex-V &
VI).

7. Calling Attention Notices, Adjournment Motions, Privilege Motions
and Questions

Three hundred fifty-five (355) Calling Attention notices were received out of
which eighty-seven (87) were taken up in the House. One hundred thirty-one (131)
adjournment motions were received by the National Assembly Secretariat and one
(01) was brought before the House. Seventy (70) privilege motions were made and
no one was taken up by the House. Seven thousand, eight hundred and two (7802)
questions were asked, out of which one thousand, eight hundred and twenty-five

(1825) questions were answered (Annex-VII).

8. Joint Sitting

On 1% June, 2016, the President of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan
addressed the Parliament (Joint Sitting) to meet the constitutional requirement under
Article 56 (3) of the Constitution of Islamic Republic of Pakistan.



SENATE BRANCH

The President, under Clause (1) of Article 54 of the Constitution of
Pakistan, 1973, is empowered to summon either House or both Houses of Majlis-e-
Shoora (Parliament) in joint sitting to meet at such time and place as he thinks fit and
also to prorogue the same.

Article 61 read with Article 54 (2) of the Constitution provides that
Senate shall meet for not less than one hundred and ten (110) working days in each
Parliamentary Year.

The Ministry of Parliamentary Affairs, keeping in view the requirements
of mandatory working days and availability of Government business provided by
Ministries, Divisions and Departments, prepared and got approved a tentative
schedule of sessions of Senate from the Prime Minister for the period from 12"
March 2016 to 11" March 2017. The summaries for summoning of Senate session
initiated strictly in accordance with approved schedule during the Parliamentary
Year. However, certain deviations were made depending on the exigencies of
political and administrative factors.

SESSIONS

In the reporting period the Senate met in eighteen (18) sessions
including three (03) Joint Sittings, four (04) requisitioned sessions spread over one
hundred and nineteen (119) working days (Annex- VIil).

ORDERS OF THE DAY

In pursuance of rule 38 of the Rules of Business, 1973, Ministry issued
eighty-two (82) Orders of the Day in the year, 2016-2017, for introduction and
passage of Government legislative business in the Senate.

GOVERNMENT BILLS/ORDINANCES INTRODUCED

During the financial year, 2016-2017, five (05) Government
Bills/Ordinances were introduced in the Senate (Annex-IX).

GOVERNMENT BILLS PASSED

During the financial year, 2016-2017, thirty-seven (37) Government
Bills were passed by the Senate (Annex-X).

2. In compliance with Article 73 of the Constitution, the Finance Minister
tabled the Finance Bill, 2017, in the Senate for its recommendations thereon. The
Senate extensively discussed the Bill and made two hundred and seventy-nine (279)
recommendations for consideration of the National Assembly. The Senate also
submitted its recommendations to National Assembly on four Money Bills as a
whole. (Annex -XI)



PRIVATE MEMBERS’ BILLS PASSED

During the financial year, 2016-2017 ten (10) Private Members’ Bills
were passed by the Senate (Annex-XIl).

ORDINANCE

One (01) Ordinance was laid in the House under Article 89 (2)(a)(ii) of

the Constitution for information (Annex-XIil).

CALLING ATTENTION NOTICES, ADJOURNMENT MOTIONS, PRIVILEGE
MOTIONS AND QUESTIONS

Five hundred and fifty-three (553) Calling Attention Notices were
received in the Senate during the year 2016-2017. Out of these statements on one
hundred and one (101) were admitted for discussion in the House only. Notices of
three hundred and forty-two (342) Adjournment Motions were received out of which
fifty (50) were disposed of. Notices of twenty (20) Privilege Motions were received.
One (01) was withdrawn, ten (10) were under process and nine (09) were referred to
Privileges Committee. One thousand four hundred and twenty-one (1421) questions
were asked and replied in the Senate during this period (Annex-XIV).

RESOLUTIONS / REPORTS

i. Sixty (60) Resolutions on different subjects were passed during the
financial year, 2016-2017. (Annex-XV).

. During the period twelve (12) Reports on various issues were laid in
the Senate (Annex-XVI).

LEGISLATION PERTAINING TO ELECTION COMMISSION OF PAKISTAN.

AMENDMENTS IN THE REPRESENTATION OF
THE PEOPLE (CONDUCT OF ELECTION) RULES, 1977

This Ministry has sought approval of the President of Pakistan to
amend Form-XXI (STATEMENT OF ASSETS AND LIABILITIES), prescribed under
the Representation of the People (Conduct of Election) Rules, 1977 in order to
ensure authentication and providing instructions to be adhered to by the Members of
the National Assembly/Provincial Assemblies.



APPOINTMENT OF PARLAMENTARY SECRETARIES

Parliamentary Secretaries are appointed by this Ministry from amongst
the Members of National Assembly with the approval of the Prime Minister. A
Parliamentary Secretary is entitled to draw salary and others privileges as per policy
notified vide Ministry of Parliamentary Affairs Notification No.F.13(43)/2003-PA dated
18" July, 2006. During the present regime twenty-five (25) Parliamentary

Secretaries have been appointed so far. Details are at (Annex- XVII).

FUNCTIONS OF THE PARLIAMENTARY SECRETARIES

The main functions of the Parliamentary Secretaries are as follows:-

a) In the absence of Minister-In-Charge the Parliamentary
Secretary shall represent him in the National Assembly and may
act and speak on his behalf:

b) Answer questions and attend to Calling Attention Notices;

c) Move Resolutions, Motions and Bills in respect of his Ministry:
d) Liaison with the Members of the National Assembly:
e) Attend meetings of the Standing Committee concerning his

Ministry.

ENHANCEMENT/INCREASE OF SALARY AND ALLOWANCES OF THE
MEMBERS OF PARLIAMENT, CHAIRMAN/DEPUTY CHAIRMAN SENATE AND
SPEAKER/DEPUTY SPEAKER OF THE NATIONAL ASSEMBLY.

In pursuance of Rule 3(3) item 28(6) of Schedule — Il of the Rules of
Business, 1973, this Ministry with the approval of the Prime Minister vide Notification
dated 23" August, 2016 notified grant of Ad-Hoc Relief Allowance -2016 @ 10 % on
revised pay to the Members of Parliament including Parliamentary Secretaries and
Chairmen Standing Committees (Annex-XVII-XVIII(ii).

Finance Division has conveyed the Decision of the Cabinet, taken in its
meeting held on 23" November, 2016, the Cabinet considered the summary dated
8" September, 2016 submitted by the Finance Division for Revision in Basic Pay of
Parliamentarians, and accorded approval for revision with effect from 18! October,
2016. This Ministry notified the revision in salaries of above Public Office Holders
and Members of Parliament with effect from 1% October, 2016. {Annex-XIX-XIX(ii)}.

STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURES FOR LITIGATION

Litigation cases received in Ministry of Parliamentary Affairs pertain to
service matters of officials. Sometimes private citizens wrongly initiate litigation to seek
relief from Parliament through this Ministry, which is not relevant with the function and
cope of this Ministry.

Standard Operating Procedure:

i. When a notice of new case is received in Ministry of
Parliamentary Affairs the same is marked to Coordination
Section whereas, the case which relates to service matter is
marked to Admin Section.

ii. The file is marked to the relevant Section for preparing report
comments.

iii. Upon receipt of comments of concerned Section a
report/parawise comments are referred to Law and Justice
Division for vetting and nomination of Law office/counsel.

iv. After clearance of file from the law and justice Division, the
comments are filed in Court/Tribunal.

V. When the case is set for hearing, representative of Ministry of
Parliamentary Affairs briefs the concerned Law Officer/counsel
and also attend the court at the time of hearing.

Vi. If the Court decides a case against the government the matter is
examined in consultation with concerned
Wing/Ministry/Department as well as Law and Justice Division
and if it is decided to assail that decision before the
appellate/review forum. Further action is taken accordingly.
